Objectives:

· Students will discuss the process of scientific investigation

· Proper use of lab materials will also be discussed

Materials:

· Balance in grams

· Bubble gum (in wrapper)

· Online stopwatch

Procedures:

1. Develop a hypothesis on the effect chewing will have on the weight of the bubble gum.  (Remember to write it as and “IF THEN” statement)

2. Weigh one piece of bubble gum.  Be sure to include the wrapper, it will act as your weigh paper. Record the weight.

3. Chew the bubble gum for 30 seconds.  Determine the mass of the gum (use the weigh paper - otherwise that is just plain gross!) Record the weight.

4. Repeat step #3 until the bubble has been chewed for 5 minutes.

5. Graph your results on a separate piece of paper.

6. Evaluate your hypothesis.
