Project Outline for Natural Disaster Unit

You will be asked to take a look at one natural disaster that you will go into detail about.

Description of your natural disaster.

· What does it look like?

· What are the characteristics of the disaster?

· What makes it different/same to other disasters?

     Information about the natural disaster.

· How can we prepare for the natural disaster?
· Can we predict when it may happen?

Affecting people in the area of a natural disaster.

· How does the government play a role in dealing with these events? 
Next you will be asked to create a brochure for fourth grade students about your natural disaster, how to prepare for the disaster, and an evacuation route that can be used when a disaster occurs.  

Last you will create a final presentation of your choice to give the information to others.  In this presentation you will give a short summary of your natural disaster, how it effects people, and an evacuation plan that works for the natural disaster you are studying.  Below are some things you will need to think about.

A. Relocate- where are people going to go? 

B. Contact American Red Cross:  Clean water, food, and shelter.  

C. Contact:  State and local police and fire/EMS, state and local government officials. National Guard, Coast Guard, DNR

D. FEMA: Financial Aide- How are people going to get money?

Create an evacuation route from your location (wherever you may be living) to a place for shelter.  You will have to figure out how you will be transported to a new location.
