Step 1: The Writer States Specifically What He/She Wants Feedback On

1. Readers will provide warm feedback. No compliments or praise, instead describe how the writer
( achieved the goals, using evidence to support your feedback. :

a. Ican see that your goal was to prove.... (recognize the thesis and what the writer was trying to
prove. If no thesis, ask: What did you want to prove in this essay? How did you come up with

that idea?))
