Readers, answer the questions below with specific evidence.

You may not
tell the writer what to change, instead frame your cool feedback as a question that will help the
writer think more about what they are trying to improve upon. Use the attached rubric for helpful

question ideas.

a. Ask at least two specific questions that tune the writer into areas of disconnect, gaps, dilemmas,
things they can improve upon, or other ‘weaknesses’.
